Join us in September 2007 as we carry the Word of God into China. This trip 

has a specific goal and needs a specific type of traveler. First of all, there is no 

opportunity on this journey to minister in front of hundreds of people. You go 

and deliver your gifts and sometimes never meet the people who receive them. 

You are truly doing “undercover” work for the Lord. Secondly, you MUST be 

physically fit in order to endure the miles and miles of walking, with dozens of 

stairs, a fast pace, a heavy load on your back and a smile on your face! It is a 

hard trip, physically and mentally. But the rewards are GREAT! We need willing 

hearts and bodies for this journey. Are you willing to sacrifice so that EVERY 

soul has the opportunity to know that Jesus loves them? If so, come go with us 

to China! We know you will be truly blessed in return.    

There is an expectation of ministry; especially a ministry such as Good News Today. There is evangelism –
the actual act of preaching to a group of people, here in the U.S and abroad. People expect to see the minis-
try, specifically Curtis Silcox, out on the road, interacting with the people, laying hands on them, praying with 
them, speaking into their lives. After all, he IS Good News Today in the eyes of most. Then there is travel. I 
mean, it is hard to call yourself a missionôs organization if you do not actually reach out and touch the 
nations that you are ministering to. It is one of the hallmarks of Curtis’s ministry that we taste, touch and 
feel everything that people feel in the mud huts in Mozambique or in the underground persecuted church of 
China.  

There is even an expectation of Curtis Silcox specifically. I know I personally have an expectation of him; 
that he will work harder than anyone else in the room, that he will carry the burden, even when the burden 
seems too hard to bear. I expect that he will arrive earlier and stay later than any working man I know. I ex-
pect that he will complete the tasks before him and do it without complaining. That is his work ethic and he 
has carried it with him throughout his ministry. I suppose you have an expectation of him too, as a friend, min-
ister, family member, missionary or visionary. You expect that when he says he will pray for you that he actu-
ally does it (and he does). You expect him to be faithful in his walk with the Father and in walking out the vi-
sion that God gave him. You expect that if you need him, he will be there. And if I know this one thing about 
him it is this; if he has one breath in him and he has made a commitment, he will move heaven and earth to 
fulfill it. His word is everything to him. And we fully expect that Curtis Silcox, as aligned with the vision for 
Good News Today, will be there, to minister, to work, to pray, to be a friend.  

But have you ever had a moment in time where everything changed? You woke up one day and either 
through death, divorce, loss of a job, or some catastrophic event, everything had just…changed. I have lik-
ened it to a strange wind in the air or an eerie colored hue on the horizon; SOMETHING is definitely 
different.  Of course, we could refer back to December 10th, the day Curtis had the car accident. But, that was 
just the “event” that sparked this. The change has been in the months since the accident. The best way I can 
describe this is to liken it to the way the sky looks when the conditions are right for a tornado. Have you ever 
seen the sky prior to a tornado? It is unusually warm, the sky is almost green, and it just feels weird outside. 
You know something is coming… Let me just be the first one to say, I am not predicting a horrible event. In 
fact, I feel that this “shift” in the heavens is exactly what God has ordered for Good News Today. But I am 
also the first one to admit, this strange feeling in the “air” or these pre-tornadic conditions can be directly 
linked to the fact that I do NOT like any change, much less dramatic change.

When observing a viable active ministry, such as Good News Today, you look for the 

movement I have been describing. It has been referred to as our ñexpectationsò of the min-

istry, but the bottom line is, if the ministry is to be effective in the eyes of the public, there 

must be positive movement. If there is no movement, people become    disillusioned, bored 

and eventually go off looking for the next, best exciting thing on the Christian horizon. 

Whoever is doing it bigger and better gets the nod! I am not    saying this is the CORRECT 

way to pursue a worthy ministry, but in our humanity, we sometimes do (I am equally 

guilty).  

 

With all the pressure for ñmovementò it really feels awkward to be still. Maybe that is why 

the ñairò feels strange. People tell you to do something new and different. Society tells you 

to keep it moving. The church says you need a new program and a new look! Curtis even 

mumbles, ñI have to get back out there; I have to be doing something.ò So where does 

ñbeing stillò fit in with the Father? Psalm 46:10 says ñBe still, and know that I am Godò. 

There is no movement there. Even though, throughout the entire  chapter, there is much ac-

tivity and turmoil around them. God says, ñBe still.ò He finishes this thought by addingò 

The Lord of hosts is with us, the God of Jacob is our refuge.ò What comfort I take in that. 

When you read the entire chapter you realize, there was a tornado in the distance for them 

too. Everything was unsettled in their spirit, just as it is in ours, here at Good News Today. 

Things are changing, God is moving, preparing a new direction, and yet, the answers are not 

there yet. But I take great comfort in knowing that God is our refuge at Good News Today 

and in your life also.  

 

Okay, so everything feels unsettled, there is no forward movement (doing something 

new in ministry), only upward movement (our intimacy with the Father), and the only 

thing we hear is the quiet warm breeze that precedes the unknown. This must be the 

place where we officially have a nervous breakdown! No, let me say again, no. For God 

says to us, in this time of change and redirection, ñBe still, and KNOW that I am God.ò If 

we position ourselves with the Father, with a direct line of communication, this is the mo-

ment in our lives (the crossroads some might say) where dreams are fulfilled, visions are 

realized and where the inner courts begin to be opened up to us.  

 

So, I am not as frantic as I normally would be. I am uncomfortable, it is true. But, no matter 

what strange new wind is blowing, I know that God the Father is there. He said, ñBe stillò so 

we wait in obedience for His next instruction. Missionôs efforts will continue, sermons will 

be preached, and lives will continue to be eternally changed through the ministry of Good 

News Today. But there is no such thing as ñbusiness as usualò anymore. It just cannot 

be; God is requiring more. Do not curse the storm clouds or the strange look in the sky. Our 

direction is forthcoming.

He has just secured a visit to two 

of the local high schools. This is amazing in that we are able to openly share about Jesus Christ during these visits! We 

are also going to be visiting two of the prisons outside of Cape Town. This will be an especially important time, as we are 

given opportunity to minister to people who are in a “beyond hopeless” situation. We will also have a multiple night youth 

crusade during this trip. There are so many asking for us to come, they have already talked of splitting us into multiple 

groups, so we can minister to more people. Praise the Lord!  What an opportunity! 

God is calling people to go on this trip, even as I write this! Your heart may be stirring to go and touch the life of some-

one in South Africa. If so, please contact us .We do not want you to miss out on this great opportunity. After all, the Lord 

tells us in Mark 16:15, “...Go ye into all the world and preach the gospel to every creature.” As Brother Silcox says, “Ye 

means you! No one is excluded!” 

¶ Good News Today is a pipe ministry. We are committed to finding a 

need and plugging them into a source, to meet that need. This in-

cludes  

¶ Mission’s needs: Building homes, churches, international orphan-

ages and meeting various medical needs  

¶ Ministry needs: Teaching and training ministers to lead their flock, 

with specific training in various areas of ministry, as the needs arise. 

This is provided locally and  internationally. 

¶ Short term missionaries: We send out many short term missionary 

teams for 10 to 15 days, to taste, touch and feel missions. It is a no 

frills approach to missions, in order for the short termer to REALLY 

understand what it is to walk in the shoes of the nationals.  

¶ Long term missionaries: We are sending long term missionaries for 

stays of 6 months and up. They live and work on the ground, assist-

ing in whatever capacity is needed in the local organization or con-

gregation. 

¶ Missionaries on furlough: With the cabins at Belle Terre we provide 

housing for missionaries who need a place to base out of. While 

they rest, recoup or raise money for their next commitment on the 

mission field they can take comfort in knowing that they do not have 

to provide rent for a house, yet have the comfort of coming home to 

one. 

¶ Pastors and Ministers: We provide a respite for those in church lead-

ership who need to get away to relax and get alone with God. We 

recognize that when in active ministry various things keep one from 

getting away  to be restored; lack of money or not having a secure 

quiet place to hide away. Both those problems are solved in the 

Belle Terre Cabins.
